Burning rubber is a passion that bikers all over the world
share: The wilder the burnout, the bigger the cheers! In
Czech Republic as well as in any other country on the
planet! This years EURO BIKE FEST at Pasohlavky had
plenty of reason to celebrate by burning rubber, as the
second edition saw the crowd that this event deserved
from the start in 2009. A scenic landscape, empty country
roads, a cool eventsite, Bikeshow, Stunt-action and Live
music with top acts is all that makes a biker heart bea-
ting. It is a weekend for all bikers: Custombikes, Harley-
Davidson's, Café Racers, Streetlghters, Choppers and
Bobbers, US-Cars and Hot Rods have their sections and
party together. The second edition underlined the poten-
tial of this event that is on a steep curve to the top!

Following last years partial rain-out of the !rst edition, this years
EURO BIKE FEST had one year to prepare and promote an
event that has already been the talk of the czech biker scene
and beyond. The Czech Republic had always been a country
where motorcycles have been popular: In fact, with more than
80 years of history, the Harley-Davidson Club Prague is the
oldest HD-Club in Europe, if not worldwide, proud of a heritage
that survived german occupation, one World War and 45 years
of Communism. Nevertheless, some 20 years after the down-
fall of the “Iron Curtain”, most of the eastern countries are still
“undiscovered land” for Customizers and distributors, yet the
interest is getting more intense as home markets stumble in
time of economical hardships. Czech bikes have proved very
competetive and ingenuitive in the last decade, scoring high in
the AMD European Championship and even at Sturgis. With
this years ,EURO BIKE FEST", the czech scene has created
its own ,Main event®, probably for the complete eastern euro-
pean states.

With the downfall of the Iron curtain, the east-european market
was open for the well-established motorcycle manufacturers:
And eastern enthusiast now were free to get the more modern
machines, instead of riding their classic, sometimes even an-
tique motorcycles, which the often saved over a long period of
time" Nevertheless, the old machines are kept ,,on the road”“ as
is was common in communist times not so long ago.

Again hosted by the ATC Merkur Campground at Pasohlav-
ky, the 2nd edition of the EURO BIKE FEST saw better wea-
ther conditions than the premiere. Located on the beaches of
Nové Mlyny water reservoir the campground offers facilities for
thousands of visitors. Pubs and small bars by the dozens, a
huge campground and even bungalows and an accompanying
hotel complex. The surrounding landscape is just perfect for
riding, as vineyards and hills, crowned with castles and ruins
can be seen from the eventsite. It is a countryside where time
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has stood still for decades, yet you can get everything you need
to enjoy a superb riding weekend. Inspired by the biggest biker
events in Europe like European Bike Week by Faaker See in Aus-
tria” and others — the event has been relned and smoothened:
A great program of music, stunt-shows and entertainment under-
lined this all weekend, even a trip around the scenic mountainside
of Moravia was signed out and the weather played along"

The combination with the 5th edition of the “Bohemian Custom
Show”, organised by czech customizers Roman Bus (Wild Style)
and Leo Votruba (byBob) created a win-win situation that would
give customizers, both from the west and east, a cool showcase
for their craftmanship. Custom Chrome Europe again stepped in
as a main sponsor of the bikeshow, handing out a 88 RevTech

“Best of Show” Winner VMP Motorcycles from Pisek, pre-
senting their superb handcrafted ,Vortep“ which already attracted
considerable attention at the European Championship 2010 at
Mainz/Germany. Mira Zizka and his team received one of the ne-
atly handcrafted trophies plus the 88 Cubic Inch RevTech motor.
Following last year’s great start, the second edition of the Czech
EURO BIKE FEST was honoured by a considerable visitor crowd
of more than 5.500 and some 105 Custombikes of all types.

,Chopper/Cruiser”, ,Street”, ,Best Paint* and ,Tuzemak®, a class
(named after a Czech high-octane drink...) for Czech-powered

linders and year of construction don‘t matter, but there have to be
Czech-made engines installed (Jawa, CZ, Walter, Ogar, Eso...).
Very few people realise that todays Czech Republic is located on
what is one of the “birthplaces of Industry” in europe, with some
of the biggest manufacturing plants of its time and a huge number
of motorcyle, car and weapon manufacturers. A heritage, which
today is barely alive, but to be admired in technical museums as
Prague or Brno.

The event programe featured some cool music acts, as czech
hard-rockers and Rockabilly has yet to enter the international
scene. The ,Hot Rodding“ crowd literally ,exploded“ compared
with the year before and US-Cars and wild Hot Rods cruised the

EXTRA: Custom Chrome Europe ,BOLT ON AND RIDE*" hits southern Moravia

Since the introduction of the ,Bolt On and Ride“ theme, CCE's
BOAR-bikes have clocked several thousand kilometers all over
europe. The EURO BIKE FEST seemed to be another oppor-
tunity to take the bikes out for a spin. At 821 km via Plzen and
Prague, not much of a trip, but several lows made the trip chal-
lenging — and the !rst thing the Customs needed was a comple -
te clean-up. Planned excoursions during the trip fell victim to the
weather forecast. A shame, as Czech Republic has a lot to offer
in terms of castles, rides and (not least...) brewerys" The smooth
landscape does invite for motorcycle touring: With only 15 km

from Pasohlavky to the next big town Mikulov, you can enjoy
a scenic ride through vineyard into a historic twon with castle,
churches and old houses, preserved just time in a time bubb-
le. The return through the mountainsite via Pavlov offers great
views onto the lake and the old vine catacombs which line the
road. Althought we just had few hours to spend, the trip was an
appetizer for more. Not to mention that accomodation and food
costs are at a level far below the west-european rates. Just pray
that the Czech Republik will not repeat the mistake of neighbou-
ring Slovakia, independent state since 1993, which converted to

Euro and soon felt the raise in price level. Around the campsite,
there are plenty of empty roads, quiet towns, restaurants and
wineyards that welcome visitors. Even trips to Vienna, just about
70 km away, are possible. Before the founding of the Czech
Republic after WW I, the territory was part of Austro-Hungarian
Empire, with the german minority of Moravia being expelled af-
ter WW II. In many respects, travelling this country is like riding
a time machine, as roads and towns seem to be of a different
century. A charme which should be retained as long as possible,
but has already been lost in major czech citys.
